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 W  ELL  -B  EING  AND  A  LIENATION 

 D  ISSERTATION  A  BSTRACT 

 One  of  the  most  important  and  widely  held  doctrines  about  well-being  is  the  alienation  constraint, 
 which  says  that  you  cannot  be  alienated  from  that  which  is  basically  good  for  you.  My  dissertation  is 
 a  collection  of  four  papers  concerning  the  alienation  constraint  and  related  issues.  It  makes  progress 
 on  three  broad  issues:  how  best  to  understand  the  constraint,  how  best  to  argue  for  it,  and  how  best 
 to  integrate  it  into  our  philosophical  theorizing  about  well-being.  In  “A  Theory  of  Prudential 
 Alienation,”  I  argue  that  the  constraint  is  not  well-understood  and  that  it  is  a  far  more  stringent 
 requirement  than  has  been  previously  thought.  Rather  than  merely  requiring  that  you  have  a  positive 
 attitude  towards  a  thing  in  order  for  it  to  be  good  for  you,  I  argue  that  the  constraint  must  also 
 require  that  you  not  have  a  preponderance  of  negative  attitudes  towards  it.  In  “Ought-Implies-Can 
 and  the  Good  for  a  Person,”  I  argue,  contra  Connie  Rosati  and  David  Velleman,  that  no  sufficiently 
 strong  and  interesting  version  of  the  constraint  can  be  derived  from  the  principle  that  ‘ought’  implies 
 ‘can.’  In  “The  Welfare-Nihilist  Arguments  Against  Judgment  Subjectivism,”  I  present  three  related 
 arguments  against  the  view  that  something  is  basically  good  for  you  if  and  only  if  you  would  believe, 
 under  the  proper  conditions,  that  it  is  good  for  you.  I  appeal  to  cases  in  which  it  is  plausible  to  think 
 that  you  are  benefited  or  harmed  even  if  you  do  not,  and  would  not,  believe  that  anything  is  good  or 
 bad  for  you.  Finally,  by  appealing  to  an  analogue  to  the  alienation  constraint,  I  argue  in  "What 
 Should  the  Desire  Theorist  Say  About  Ill-Being?"  that  if  getting  what  you  want  is  good  for  you,  then 
 getting what you are averse to, rather than not getting what you want, is bad for you. 
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
